As of Wednesday midday, you will be able to book 
a 3-way conference for 20th July (a curriculum day) to come and meet with your child and 
their teacher and to look at how they are reflecting on their goals.  This will also be available 
via the Sentral app.

We will have COVID procedures in 
place for the night to ensure we are complying with current restrictions.  Please sign in via the 
QR code as you enter via the main entrance.  Families will be directed to an appropriate room 
to start their Maths adventure.

Please get your family passport stamped as you move from room to room and collect your 
show bag on completing your passport.  Staff will be available to assist with directing you to 
the rooms for each activity (7 in total).
